Go

back through the first bead and make a tight

wrap. You can refine the shape at this point. It can be round or tear
drop shape. Triangles are good shapes also.

! wire around it. Finish by wrapping tight at the top of
) the bead. You can also make a loop at the bottom
‘ of the bead with a small wrap at the top of the loop
before you proceed to wrap the bead.
